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ARTSAKH.

IN THE ORIGINS OF THE CHRISTIAN WORLD

A rmenia and the Armenian people have played
an exceptional role in the creation and spread
of Christian civilization, and in the adoption of
Christianity as a state religion. Indeed, different
provinces of Armenia participated in this epoch-
turning event, but particularly important was the
role and significance of Artsakh, the tenth province
of the kingdom of Mets Hayk (Armenia Maior) lo-
cated in the east of the Armenian Highland.

After the adoption of Christianity as a state reli-
gion in Armenia, Artsakh became one of the pillars
of statehood in the country. The Armenians’ victo-
rious struggle against Sassanid Persia between 481
and 484, led by Prince Vahan Mamikonian, forced
that empire recognize the right of Armenians to
sovereignty in Eastern Armenia and temporarily
stop religious persecutions. In the mid-480s, Ar-
menian statehood was restored, as an autonomous
satrapy, both in the central parts of Eastern Arme-
nia, in the Araratian country, and in the Eastern Re-
gions of Armenia, namely in Artsakh, where King
Vachagan Barepasht (the Pious) reigned. Due to its
mountainous geography, being isoldated from the
other provinces of Historical Armenia, Artsakh
boasted all the natural resources for self-sufficiency
and continued its existence, remaining, for cen-
turies, as one of the main carriers of Armenian
statehood, and therefore, also as the cradle of Ar-
menian culture and Christian Armenian identity.

In subsequent centuries, the Arranshahiks of
Artsakh, the Hasan-Jalalians and other princely
families continued the traditions of Armenian state-
hood and culture. In the late Middle Ages and in the
recent period, Artsakh and Syunik started playing
an even more important political and civilization-
building role. The 18th century marked the begin-
ning of an active struggle (1722 to 1747) aimed at

the restoration of statehood. The liberation struggle
in Syunik which was led by the prominent Armen-
ian commander Davit Bek resulted in the desired
outcome: in 1724 Shah Tahmasp II of Iran recog-
nized him as the leader of Syunik, planning to use
the local Armenian principality against their com-
mon enemy, the Ottoman Empire.

Thanks to the Armenian-Iranian alliance, in the
1730s, Nadir Khan (Shah) strengthened the posi-
tions of the Armenian melikdoms (principalities)
not only in the mountainous regions of Eastern Ar-
menia (Syunik, Artsakh, Gegharkunik) but also in
the plains. In 1734, for instance, Nadir issued a de-
cree declaring Davit, senior priest of Dovshanlu
(Arajadzor, Martakert District) Village of Artsakh,
as the head and melik (prince) of this village as well
as several others in Khachen.

Thanks to this alliance and the struggle against
the Ottoman Empire, the Armenian meliks, partic-
ularly those of Artsakh, de facto gained autonomy
under the leadership of Melik Yegan of Dizak. In
1736 a new Armenian autonomous entity —called
Melikdoms (Principalities) of Khamsa (from the
Arabic word ‘khamsa’ meaning ‘five’)—was founded
in the districts of Varanda, Dizak, Jraberd, Khachen
and Gyulistan. Thanks to the existence of this au-
tonomous entity, the role of Artsakh was particu-
larly emphasized in the 18th-century projects for
Armenia’s liberation.

In the most recent period, due to external factors,
Artsakh and afterwards also Syunik were not in-
cluded as part of the newly-founded Republic of Ar-
menia; for this reason, these provinces established
their own state entities and began a struggle to re-
unite with Mother Armenia. The First Conference
of Artsakh Armenians, which was held in Shushi on
22 July 1918, established the Government of the

People of Karabakh, declaring the region as an inde-
pendent administrative-territorial unit. In their sub-
sequent conferences, the Armenians of Artsakh
adopted several decisions reiterating their determi-
nation to become part of the Republic of Armenia.
After a fierce struggle against the encroachments of
Azerbaijan, on 25 April 1920, the 9th Conference of
Artsakh Armenians declared the region as part of the
Republic of Armenia. During those two years, Art-
sakh became one of the most important centres of
the establishment of Armenian statehood.

On 2 December 1920, the Republic of Armenia
fell due to the alliance between Kemalist Turkey
and the Bolsheviks, while the region of Syunik pre-
served its independence: it was proclaimed au-
tonomous at the First Conference of Zangezur held
in Tatev on 25 December of the same year under
Garegin Nzhdeh’s leadership. On 27 April 1921, the
Republic of Lernahayastan (Mountainous Armenia)
was established in Syunik, being renamed Republic
of Armenia on 1 June.

Under certain unfavourable circumstances—
both internal and external—a number of historical
(Nakhichevan, Mountainous
/Nagorno/ Karabakh, Utik, Kars Region, Surmalu
District, etc.) were left outside the borders of Soviet
Armenia. Mountainous (Nagorno) Karabakh, which
had unjustly been annexed to Soviet Azerbaijan,
was given the status of an autonomous region on 7
July 1923. Despite the fact that the Autonomous Re-
gion of Nagorno Karabakh lacked many compo-
nents of sovereignty, it was able to resist
Azerbaijan’s nationalist policy and preserve the Ar-
menianness of the region thanks to its limited au-
tonomy until the Artsakh movement of 1988.

On 2 September 1991, the Republic of Nagorno
Karabakh (Republic of Artsakh) was founded, being

followed by the proclamation of the Republic of
Armenia after a referendum held on 21 September
of the same year. Broadly speaking, the restoration
of Armenian statehood had been promoted by Art-
sakh’s fierce liberation struggle as well as by the
democratic multi-party elections held in May 1990
and the Declaration of Independence adopted by
the newly-elected Supreme Council (afterwards:
National Assembly) on 23 August of the same year.

At present, despite the grave geopolitical situa-
tion facing them, the Republics of Armenia and
Artsakh continue building statehood and civiliza-
tion, enriching Armenia’s legacy of five thousand
years.

Thanks to statehood which was almost uninter-
rupted in Artsakh throughout its history, Armen-
ian cultural and educational life reached the peak
of its development in the region. It should also be
noted that Artsakh played a significant role for the
promotion of Christian values: Christian civiliza-
tion spread from this ancient Armenian land all
over the region, particularly to Eastern Transcau-
casia and the North Caucasus. Long before the of-
ficial adoption of Christianity, this religion was
spread in Artsakh by different Christian preachers
who also built numerous chapels and churches in
the region. Special mention should be made of a
chapel founded by St. Dad in the historical Armen-
ian district of Vaykunik-Tsar (also known by the
names of Khachen and Karvajar) as early as the first
century: afterwards the majestic monastic complex
of Dadivank was founded around this chapel.

Christianity was especially widely preached in
Artsakh in the second quarter of the 4th century,
when the religious leader of the region was Grig-
oris, the grandson of Gregory the Illuminator, the
first Catholicos of All Armenians (Grigoris was
killed during the struggle against the North Cau-
casian Maskut tribes). Educational activities were
further promoted in Artsakh in the early 5th cen-
tury, when Mesrop Mashtots opened the first
school for teaching the Armenian alphabet in the
renowned early medieval monastery of Amaras.

The period between the 9th and 14th centuries
was marked with unprecedented development in
the construction of Armenian churches as well as
in the art of cross-stones and manuscript creation
throughout Armenia, including Artsakh. Artsakh
Diocese of the Armenian Apostolic Church grew
into an independent catholicosate which was first
named Catholicosate of Aghvank (Caucasian Alba-
nia) and afterwards Catholicosate of Gandzasar. A
countless number of magnificent Christian monu-
ments were built, and hundreds of scientific works
were devoted to them.

In recent decades, the study of the political his-
tory and cultural heritage of Artsakh has been
largely promoted by the well-known Research on
Armenian Architecture (RAA) Foundation, and
particularly, by its Founding Director Armen
Hakhnazarian and Director Samvel Karapetian of
blessed memory. At present this work continues
thanks to the devoted young researcher Raffi Kor-
toshian, who repatriated to Armenia some years
ago. In 2022 he published an English-language
book-album devoted to the Christian legacy of Art-
sakh and particularly exposing the brutal policy of
annihilation exercised by the Azerbaijani authori-
ties against the historical Armenian monuments
that fell under their control in the aftermath of the
44-day war of 2020.

This trilingual publication is an updated edi-
tion of the aforementioned book-album. We are
convinced that it will play a significant role in rais-
ing awareness of the rich historical and cultural
heritage of Artsakh and in protecting it against
Turkish-Azerbaijani encroachments.

ince time immemorial Artsakh has al-
Sways played an active role in the history
of Armenia. It was in this province that King
Tigran the Great (95 to 55 BC) founded one
of the four cities named after him. According
to the Ashkharatsuyts, an early medieval Ar-
menian book on geography which shows the
political borders of Armenia in the 4th cen-
tury, during the reign of the Arshakids’ royal
dynasty, Artsakh was one of the provinces of
Armenia Maior. It was located in the north-
east of the Armenian Highland and had 12
districts with a total area of 11,528 sq. km.

Artsakh also had its importance during
the turning point in the history of Armenia,
the adoption of Christianity. Starting from the
second half of the first century, different
preachers of Christianity spread this religion
in Armenia. Among them were Sts. Dad and
Elisha, two of the 72 disciples of Christ, both
of whom preached Christianity in Artsakh
and later suffered martyrdom there: they are
buried in the monasteries of Dadivank and
Yeghise Arakyal (Elisha the Apostle) respec-
tively (both the monasteries are situated in
Artsakh).

After Christianity was proclaimed as a
state religion in Armenia in the 4th century,
on the order of King Trdat III preachers were
sent to different provinces of the country to
preach it. One of them, St. Grigoris carried
out Christian preaching in Artsakh (he rests
in Amaras Monastery of Artsakh).

One of the most important factors in
spreading the new religion was the construc-
tion of places of worship. Many churches
were built throughout Armenia, including the

Nor Haykajur in Artsakh. In fact, at the end
of the 4th century, most of the population of
Armenia professed Christianity.

In the following centuries, Artsakh was
reigned by various powers (Armenian and
non-Armenian), but the region remained pre-
dominantly inhabited by Christian Armeni-
ans, and architecture developed there
according to the traditions of Armenian na-
tional architecture. Monasteries and churches
continued to be built, the construction of re-
ligious monuments being particularly pro-
moted when the region was part of an
Armenian kingdom or principality. The
church of Vankasar and Okhte Drne
Monastery have been preserved as magnifi-
cent monuments of the 7th century. Katosa-
vank Monastery as well as the churches of
Varazgom and Stunis can be mentioned
among structures dating from the period be-
tween the 9th and 11th centuries.

The art of construction particularly flour-
ished in Artsakh between the 12th and 13th
centuries, when the local school of Armenian
architecture was formed. As elsewhere in the
country, the reigning feudal families were ac-
tively involved in construction activities, es-
pecially building monasteries, the best known
specimens of which include, but are not lim-
ited to, Dadivank, Gtchavank, Hakobavank,
Khatravank, Horekavank, Gandzasar and
Yeghishe Arakyal.

It should be noted that the architecture
and art of Artsakh developed in complete in-
terconnection with the architecture and art of
central Armenia, this being marked by shared
experience and achievements.

The period between the 17th and 18th
centuries marked another stage of flourishing
in church building in Artsakh. Thanks to the
existence of semi-independent Armenian me-
likdoms (principalities), the former rights of

the representatives of several old Armenian
princely families were restored and ratified
under decrees issued by Safavid shahs. Many
churches preserved from this period show
that the three-nave basilica was the main type
in Artsakh, just as elsewhere in Armenia.

After Artsakh fell under the rule of the
Russian Empire in 1805, church construction
again revived in the region. Architecturally,
Ghazanchetsots Sourb Amenaprkich (Holy
Saviour) Church (1868 to 1887) in Shushi is
one of the most important monuments of the
19th century.

It should be noted that all the aforemen-
tioned monuments are rich in Armenian in-
scriptions most of which contain important
information from the point of view of Armen-
ian and world history.

Special mention should be made to the
cross-stones (khachkars) of Artsakh which
show a complete confessional identity to the
entire Armenian khachkar culture (in 2010 the
Armenian khachkar was inscribed on the Rep-
resentative List of the Intangible Cultural Her-
itage of Humanity). Moreover, the Armenian
art of khachkar making originated in Artsakh.
It is no coincidence that throughout the Armen-
ian environment, the first written proof about
erecting a khachkar has reached us from Met-
saranits Sourb Hakobavank Monastery of Art-
sakh (unfortunately, only the khachkar pedestal
and an Armenian inscription dated 853 have
been preserved). Also, it is in Vaghuhas Village
of Artsakh that the oldest khachkar has been
preserved with an inscription reporting the
exact date (866) of its creation. Generally
speaking, the local flora, various sculptural
themes, and images of mortals have given an
exclusive charm to the khachkars of Artsakh,
making them rich and unique.

In our opinion, such as the aforementioned
historical facts annoy the authorities of Azer-

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the Christian monuments of Artsakh. In this
context, the war waged by Azerbaijan against
the Artsakh people’s right to self-determina-
tion is also a war against their culture, accom-
panied by cultural genocide.

At the end of the 20th century, the Arme-
nians of Artsakh who had struggled for cen-
turies to live in liberty and preserve their
ethnic identity finally succeeded in establish-
ing, in part of their historical homeland, the
Republic of Artsakh (Nagorno Karabakh),
which is de facto independent, although un-
recognised by the UN member states.

The authorities of Azerbaijan who could
not reconcile themselves to the loss of Artsakh
started the widespread destruction of Armen-
ian monuments, particularly Christian ones,
continuing the policy of Soviet Azerbaijan.

There is substantial amount of evidence
revealing the fact that during the period be-
tween May 1994 and September 2020, the
destruction of Armenian monuments, espe-
cially religious and funerary ones, was car-
ried out as part of a state policy of Azerbaijan,
in some cases, with the involvement of the
military forces of the country.

Since 1991, several hundred Armenian
churches and monasteries have been de-
stroyed by the authorities of Azerbaijan. Hun-
dreds of medieval cemeteries with thousands
of cross-stones and gravestones have been
demolished. The historical Armenian inscrip-
tions of many churches have been scraped off
to present them as “Caucasian Albanian”
monuments. It is important to note that even
monuments situated far from active military
zones have suffered serious damage or com-
plete destruction. Based on these facts, the
decision of the International Court of Justice
was made on 7 December 2021.

Regarding the destruction of Armenian
heritage, a special mention should also be
made of the monuments located in the Au-

tonomous Republic of Nakhijevan: the cen-
turies-old Christian Armenian legacy of this
region has been completely destroyed during
the last twenty-five years. This has been
firmly stated in the resolution adopted by the
European Parliament on 10 March 2022.

Unfortunately, the same policy of destroying
Armenian monuments is being carried out in
those territories of the unrecognised Artsakh Re-
public which came under the control of Azer-
baijan in the aftermath of the 44-day war of
2020. There is a significant amount of evidence
confirming that the monuments built by Arme-
nians in the last 30 years are now being de-
stroyed. Armenian inscriptions are being
removed from the walls of churches in order to
present them as “Caucasian Albanian” monu-
ments. Several other churches have simply
been blown up or desecrated.

To justify the destruction of Armenian
khachkars (cross-stones), Anar Kerimov, the
Minister of Culture of Azerbaijan, falsely
claimed that Armenians had placed fake
khachkars everywhere to “Armenianise” mon-
uments.

To justify the policy of the destruction of
Armenian church inscriptions, the president
of Azerbaijan, [lham Aliyev, declared, on 16
March 2021, that the 17th-century construc-
tion inscription of the monastery of Tsagh-
kavank, in Hadrut District, was fake and
should be removed. It should be noted, how-
ever, that this inscription was published in
various books and articles in the 19th century,
decades before the foundation of the Re-
public of Azerbaijan.

So, how can this process be stopped?

Thanks to Raphael Lemkin, a clear dis-
tinction was made between genocide and
other atrocities under international law, which
led to the adoption of new international rules
through the 1948 UN Genocide Convention
to prevent this crime. These rules also help us
distinguish between acts of vandalism and the
