AGAINST FASCISM

In 2023 the Hamazkayin (Nationwide) Armenian Educational
and Cultural Society initiated the publication of a book-album
documenting monuments located within territories of Artsakh
which came under the control of Azerbaijan in 2020, after the
44-day war. Unfortunately, in the autumn of the same year, as a
result of the war unleashed by Azerbaijan against the Republic
of Artsakh, the remaining part of the country was also occupied
by the Azeris. Responding to these tragic events, the Hamazkayin
considered it logical and imperative to publish the second volume
of this book to present the religious, cultural, historical, and mod-
ern monuments that the Armenian people had lost after 2023.
The main goal of publishing this work entitled Artsakh: Endan-
gered Heritage is to document which monuments of Artsakh as
well as to reveal the barbaric treatment they are subjected to by
the Azerbaijanis—on the order of their authorities—who are en-
emies of Armenian and Christian heritage, and broadly speaking,
of civilization in general. Intended for both specialists and the

~ general reader, this work aims to raise awareness about the dan-
ger threatening the Armenian monuments so as both the Armen-
ian and international audience as well as historians, art historians,
ethnologists and political figures are well informed about it.

The Armenian people have not forgotten the annihilation of
the rich Armenian cultural heritage of Nakhichevan committed
by the Azerbaijanis with fanatical consistency over several
decades. Among the destroyed monuments of the region were
the nearly 12,000 highly significant and unique khachkars (cross-
stones) of Jugha (Julfa), which were an inseparable part of world
cultural heritage. Not only the past experience, but also the events
that occurred immediately after the 2020 war made it clear that
history would repeat itself as far as the monuments of Artsakh
were concerned. Exercising a policy that was well-known to
them from their own history, the authorities of the Republic of
Azerbaijan immediately embarked on the second part of their
genocidal agenda, this time targeting the cultural heritage—the
stone “passport”—of the indigenous people of the land of Art-
sakh. Some religious and cultural monuments were completely
destroyed, while others were stripped of their typical Armenian

features such as inscriptions and symbols; moreover, the Azer-
baijanis also started falsifying history, attributing Albanian or
Udi origin to the Armenian monuments of Artsakh. These geno-
cidal actions as well as the Azeris’ misanthropic and fascist in-
clinations have proved that they are truly related to their senior
brothers, namely the Turks who perpetrated the same violence
against the Western Armenian religious and historical heritage
before and especially after the Genocide of 1915.

While this book is being prepared and these lines are being
written, the Azerbaijanis are destroying everything Armenian in ~
Artsakh, expunging all the monuments and other evidence that
could inevitably be used in the future to prove that Artsakh is an
Armenian land. On the eve of the 80th anniversary of the victory
over fascism in World War 11, the authorities of the neighbouring
country are destroying monuments and memorials to the heroes
who sacrificed their lives in the fight against fascism. Moreover,
the main perpetrator of this crime will celebrate the anniversary
of the victory over fascism in Moscow’s Red Square on 9 May
2025 together with the leaders of other countries that struggled
against German fascism.

We hope that this book published by the Hamazkayin can
play a modest role in the efforts to raise awareness about, and
curb, the atrocities committed and still ongoing in the land of
Artsakh.

It is difficult to say how successful this important book
would have been if the Hamazkayin had not collaborated with
Research on Armenian Architecture (RAA) Foundation, which
has decades of reputable experience in this field.

We would like to express our gratitude to the foundation for -
the rich, scientifically substantiated and comprehensive material
included in this book-album. We wish the RAA a long and fruit-
ful journey in pursuing its patriotic mission. We have no doubt
that our cherished national goals can be achieved only through
the unification of our skills, efforts and abilities.

I is undeniable that the wars (1991 to 1994,
it 2016, 2020, 2023) unleashed by the Repub-
lic of Azerbaijan against the Artsakh people’s right
to self-determination were also against their in-
digenous Armenian cultural heritage, being ac-
companied not only by ethnic cleansing but also
by cultural genocide.

There is a extensive amount of evidence prov-
ing that since 1991, the successive Azerbaijani
governments have pursued a policy of destroying
Armenian monuments (especially religious and fu-
nerary ones), in some cases with the involvement
of military forces.

It is difficult to establish when the acts of van-
dalism were carried out on the order of the Azer-
baijani authorities (by the armed forces or other
bodies), and when were they undertaken by indi-
viduals or groups acting independently. In any
case, there is ample evidence of the destruction of
Armenian cultural heritage, suggesting that it has
been deliberately perpetrated through premedi-
tated policy exercised by the Azerbaijani state.

Unfortunately, the Azerbaijani policy of de-
stroying Armenian monuments gained new mo-
mentum in the territories of the internationally
unrecognized Republic of Artsakh which came
under Azerbaijani control after the 44-day war un-
leashed by Azerbaijan on 27 September 2020.

Facing the shocking evidence, on 7 December
2021, the UN International Court of Justice issued
a decision within the International Convention on
the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimi-
nation, calling on Azerbaijan to “take all necessary
measures to prevent and punish acts of vandalism
and desecration of Armenian cultural heritage, in-
cluding churches and other places of worship,
monuments, landmarks, cemeteries and artifacts.”
